The overall activity level of this tour is a level 2. This means you like a balanced 
approach to travel. Walking two to three miles over the course of a day is no problem 
for you. You can partake in a two-hour leisurely walking tour, covering up to two miles 
(with included breaks). Should you choose the walking tour in Charleston, expect to 
walk up to two and a half miles with few included stops. You can handle a variety of 
terrains, from cobblestone streets to moderate hills with relative ease and without 
assistance. You can climb two flights of stairs with ease. There may be 1 to 2 days on 
this tour when walking tours can cover 3 to 4 miles over uneven terrain. Expect some 
full days balanced with free time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. You 
can handle altitudes up to 6,000 feet. While this level is appropriate for travelers that 
require mobility assistance devices, there could be times when you may have to sit 
out on some of the included activities. 

Due to flight schedules, a pre-night in Charleston may be required (at an additional 
cost). Please inquire at the time of booking. 

Please be advised many airlines do not provide advance seat assignments until 
check-in at the airport. Advance seating will be subject to the airline's terms and 
conditions.
